Every year since 1960, the country
marks Disaster Prevention Day on September. 1, the anniversary of the 1923 Tokyo

quake. Japan boasts the world’s most sophisticated earthquake early-warning systems.

It has developed extremely advanced disaster management technology. Their land is
especially prone to earthquakes and Tsunami caused by the earthquake.

The country regularly spreads awareness among its citizens and trains them through
mock drills at organisational (schools / companies) and community (neighbourhood /
wards) levels. Since childhood, the Japanese are trained on the action plan if they
encounter any such disaster, and they never diviate from the common understanding.
